5.2– Christmas – The Gospels of Matthew and 

Luke 
I will learn that the nativity story is found in both Luke 

and Matthew. I will identify which parts of the nativity 

story can be found in each Gospel and tell you about 

the audiences Matthew and Luke were writing for. I 

will Identify the influence the two stories have on our 

Christmas celebrations.

Science - Electricity 
I will learn to identify common appliances that run on 

electricity. I will construct a simple electrical circuit, 

identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, 

wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers. I will learn to 

identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple 

circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a 

complete loop with a battery. I will recognise that a 

switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this 

with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple circuit. I 

will learn some common conductors and insulators, 

and associate metals with being good conductors. 

Geography 
A Study of Preston – Fieldwork and mapping skills 

Using the River Ribble as my focus I will describe the 

place where the source of a river is located and 

features of a river’s upper, middle and lower courses. 

I will begin to understand erosion and how there can 

be advantages and disadvantages to living near a 

river.

PSHE – Keeping Myself Safe 
I will learn the language of ‘danger’, ‘risk’ and ‘harm’ 

and learn strategies for safe online sharing.
