Key Learning Reading 

 Make predictions based on what has been read so far. 
 Listen to and discuss a range of texts at a level beyond 

that at which they can read independently, including 
stories, non-fiction and poems. 

 Recognise and join in with language patterns and 
repetition. 

 Enjoy and recite rhymes and poems by heart. 
 Introduce and discuss key vocabulary, linking 

meanings of new words to those already known. 
 Split two and three syllables words into separate 

syllables to support blending for reading. 
 Give opinions and support with reasons. 
 Make personal choices and explain reasons for choices. 
 Listen to what others say. 
 Take turns. 
 Relate texts to own experiences. 
 Read common exception words, noting tricky parts. 
 Apply phonic knowledge and skills as a route to 

decode words. 
 Explain clearly their understanding of what is read to 

them. 
 Identify and discuss the main characters in stories. 
 Identify and discuss main events in stories. 
 Demonstrate understanding of texts by answering 

questions related to who, what, where, when, why, how. 
 Make basic inferences about what is being said and 

done. 
 Orally retell familiar stories in a range of contexts, e.g. 

small world, role play, storytelling. 
 Activate prior knowledge, e.g. what do you know 

about animals? 
 Recall specific information in fiction and non-fiction 

texts. 
 Locate parts of texts that give particular information, 

e.g. titles, contents page and labelled diagram.

Key Learning Writing 
 Say and hold in memory whilst writing, simple 

sentences which make sense. 
 Separate words with spaces. 
 Orally plan and rehearse ideas. 
 Discuss their writing with adults and peers. 
 Read aloud their writing audibly to adults and 

peers. 
 Say and hold in memory whilst writing, simple 

sentences which makesense. 
 Orally compose every sentence before writing. 
 Write simple sentences that can be read by 

themselves and others. 
 Use capital letter for the personal pronoun ‘I.’ 
 Use punctuation to demarcate simple sentences 

(full stops and capital letters). 
 Use the joining word ‘and’ to link words.
